AUTOPSY PRACTICES
1. The students enter the autopsy premises with their teacher – personal bags and coats remain LOCKED in a cloakroom in front of microscopy rooms (A,B – according to the study group)

2. Galoshes are taken over ones own shoes
3. In the filter students take the gown (these if NOT SPOILED may be re-used) caps and mouthpieces are disposable.

4. Surgical gloves represent the only aid we are unable to provide. Students are expected to bring them themselves to be able to take active part in learning organ pathology.
5. During the practices, attention is to be paid as not to get contaminated with the biology materials (blood, urine, stool…)

6. Leaving the practice mouthpieces, caps, and gloves are disposed into wastebaskets. 

7. Gowns (UNSPOILED) to be hung in the filter. Spoiled gowns are left in the autopsy room in a marked basket. 

8. Galoshes: spoiled to be left in the autopsy room aside the door to be washed. Unspoiled are given back on a shelf in the corridor.

9. Leaving the autopsy premises wash your hands.

DURING THE WHOLE AUTOPSY PRACTICES PRINCIPLES OF HYGIENE APPROPRIATE IN INFECTIOUS OPERATION ARE TO BE MAINTAINED.

Behaviour corresponding with the ethic principles of handling deceased human beings is expected without saying.
